Effective April 26, 2004, personal appearance at the Consulate will be required for all persons whose
passports were issued more than 15 years ago and they were under 16 years of age at the time of
issuance. Minors under age 16 and first-time applicants must appear at the Consulate in person
with parent(s) when a passport application is submitted on their behalf.

Effective February 01, 2008, the passport fees will increase with additional $20.00 to the current fee.

@ Proof of Identity: The applicant must establish his/her identity to the satisfaction of the
Consular Officer executing the application. Documents that may serve as satisfactory identification
include a previously issued passport, a current U.S. driver's license, a Greek alien's residence
permit, a Greek passport and/or Greek I.D. card (for dual nationals).

Fees. The fee for passport renewal is $75.00 or the equivalent in euros for applicants whose
passport was issued in their name within the past 15 years and they were over age 16 at the time of
issuance. If you do not fall into this category the fee is $85.00 or the equivalent in euros for minors
under age 16 and $100.00 or the equivalent in euros for applicants 16 years of age and over.

Parents’ consent: For children under 16, both parents must sign passport application form DSP-
11, and submit their passport/I.D. If one parent is unavailable to sign the form, a written notarized
statement consenting to the issuance of the minor's passport or completed, signed, and notarized
“Statement of Consent” (DS-3053) must be submitted, (this must be notarized as of November 1,
2004), consenting to the issuance of the minor's passport and a copy of the non-appearing parent’s
passport/ID must be submitted.

NOTE: Effective April 8, 2002, all passports are printed in the United States. As this increases processing time,
please apply early for your passport. At least two weeks processing time is required from the day of receipt of the
application.

B. WHAT TO DO IN CASE OF A LOST OR STOLEN PASSPORT

1. Report the loss/theft to the local police and obtain a police report.
2. Follow steps outlined in Part A.

3. Fees: $100.00 or the equivalent in euros for those 16 years of age and over and $85.00 or the
equivalent in euros for minors under 16.

You may obtain a new U.S. passport by mail using application DS-82 provided you:

@ Already have a passport that is not damaged and was valid for 10 years;
Received it within the past 15 years;
Were over age 16 when it was issued; and

@ Still have the same name as in your passport or you can legally document your name
change

If all the above do not apply to you, you must come to the Consulate to execute your application in
person. This requirement will enhance accurate identification of applicants and aid in the prevention
of international child abduction and trafficking, as well as passport fraud or misuse.

The Consulate cannot be held
responsible for cash received or for returning cash balances. Fees by mail should be paid by sending a PIRAEUS
bank check of 52.50 Euros (NOT Dollars) made out to the American Consulate General, Thessaloniki.
PERSONAL CHECKS ARE NOT ACCEPTED. Please verify the current exchange rate by calling 2310-242905,
extension 3104, from 2-4 p.m., on Mondays-Wednesdays-Fridays, before buying the check.

THIS IS AN IMPORTANT CHANGE
You must enclose a pre-paid return envelope for registered mail which you must purchase from a local post office
(EATA). The costis 2.70 euro aprox. payable by you at the post office. The envelope may contain up to two
passports. If you prefer to have your passport returned by courier, please enclose a note to that effect, and provide
your mobile phone number. The courier will be paid by you upon receipt of the passport.

EVIDENCE OF NAME CHANGE

If you have changed your name since the last passport was issued or wish to change your name because of marriage
or divorce, please provide your original marriage or divorce certificate. This document will be returned with the new
passport. If you have changed your name by any other means, please contact this office for additional information.

GREECE OF ONE OR TWO U.S. CITIZEN PARENTS.

REPORTS OF BIRTH ARE DONE BY APPOINTMENT ONLY. PERSONAL APPEARANCE OF
CHILDREN IS REQUIRED. Please call 2310-242905, ext. 3104, Monday-Wednesday-Friday
from 02:00-04:00 p.m., for an appointment. All documents must be originals or certified
by the issuing authority.

@ Birth Certificate, from the Greek Registrar’s Office (Lixiarchio), bearing the FULL NAME of
the child. Birth certificates from municipalities and birth certificates without the child’s first name are
NOT acceptable

Marriage Certificate issued by the appropriate Registrar’s Office (Lixiarchio) in Greece. If
married in the U.S., a certified copy of the Marriage Certificate issued by the State where the
marriage was performed. Church certificates are not acceptable.

Certified copy of all final Civil Divorce Decree(s) or Death certificate of spouse, if either
parent was married previously.

Evidence of American citizenship of parent(s). U.S. passport plus Certificate of
Naturalization, if naturalized and the parents’ Social Security number(s). The parent(s) must have
acquired U.S. citizenship prior to the child’s date of birth.

If only one parent is an American citizen, evidence that the U.S. citizen parent has met the
physical presence requirement to transmit citizenship, prior to the birth of the child:
e For children born before November 14, 1986, the U.S. citizen parent must have been physically
present in the U.S. for at least 10 years, five of which were after the age of 14;
e For children born on or after November 14, 1986, the U.S. citizen parent must have been
physically present in the U.S. for at least five years, two of which were after the age of 14.
Documents that may serve as evidence of physical presence in the U.S. include old passports
(Greek or U.S.), school transcripts, income tax records and Social Security ltemized Quarterly Earnings
Statements records.

If you have documented an older child, born from the same marriage abroad, you need to
present the Consular Report of Birth Abroad issued for that child and you do not need proof of US
residence again.

If you also wish to apply for a passport for your child, you need:

Two photographs -
e identical
e recent (taken within the last six months)
e approximately 2 x 2 inches (5 x 5 centimeters) (head size from chin to top of head minimum 1 inch (5
mm), maximum 1 3/8 inch (35mm)

e light, plain background
e color
Parents’ consent. For children under 16, both parents must sign passport application form DSP-11 and
submit their passport/I.D. If one parent is unavailable to sign the form, a written notarized statement
consenting to the issuance of the minor’s passport or completed, signed, and notarized “Statement of
Consent” (DS-3053) must be submitted, (this must be notarized as of November 1, 2004), consenting to
the issuance of the minor’s passport and a copy of the non-appearing parent’s passport/ID must be
submitted.

@ The fee for a Consular Report of Birth Abroad of an American Citizen is $65.00 or the
equivalent in euros. Total cost for Report of Birth and passport is $150.00 or the equivalent in euros
for minors under 16 years of age, and $165.00 or the equivalent in euros for those 16-17 years of age.
Persons over 18 years of age who acquire U.S. citizenship for the first time, pay $100.00 or the
equivalent in euros.
